Provided training from subject matter expert, Dr. Cristina Rabadan-Diehl, for 40
part-time staff who work directly with students (grades 1-12) in after school
programs based in school facilities.  Training focused on current concerns and
types of drug use, addressing stigmas and proper language in preparation for
staff to run Ride for Recovery info booths at school events and incorporate opioid
and substance use education into after school program curriculums.

Event was hosted on an early release school day in the afternoon and included
high school and middle school students (~250), primarily from Gaithersburg High
School.  Transportation to the event was provided from other middle and high
schools not in walking distance. Program included:

-Guest speaker Deena Louden, who tragically lost her son to fentanyl poisoning
in 2020.
-Q&A and panel discussion with subject experts (MCPS Medical Officer, Dr.
Kapunan, representative from Phoenix Recovery Academy, a high school in
Frederick, MD that meets the educational needs of teens recovering from
substance use disorder, and founder of Tree of Hope Association which
specializes in Peer Support for people in recovery).
-Student breakouts groups to create PSA as part of a social media campaign to
raise awareness about opioid use, overdose, and resources for help.
-Concluded with breakout groups coming back together for reflection and a
resource fair (included non-profit youth providers and recovery-specific programs
for young people).

10-week soccer program to engage at-risk youth through their passion for soccer
by promoting academic achievement, teamwork, and healthy habits.  Students
meet for a total of 20 practices and nine games, each session is a total of 3.5
hours. Students receive a 30 minute session weekly where they discuss the risks
and impact associated with substance use and abuse.  Sessions cover how to
manage stress, anxiety, and peer pressure through holistic practices and
reflection activities.  Students  complete a baseline at the beginning of the
program and an exit survey at the conclusion to measure program effectiveness.
Additionally, one parent informational session is hosted to describe the
overarching goal to encourage strong participation and commitment to the
program. Staff work with a licensed Substance Abuse Counselor on the
development of curricula and staff training.  Develop evaluation instruments to
measure program outcomes.

• Objective #1- increase students’ awareness of the health impact associated with
opioid and substance use.
• Objective #2- Increase knowledge of healthy habits to reduce impact of stress,
depression, and anxiety
• Objective #3 - practice and strengthen teamwork / leadership skills
• Objective #4- provide opportunities for students to increase self-esteem through
leadership
• Objective #5- provide community resources to students and families related to
drug prevention and support.

Wellness, a drug and alcohol rehabilitation center located in Southern California.
Tony visited Gaithersburg and lead eight assemblies at middle and high schools
in our area, one of which included an evening parent session at Gaithersburg HS.
