Main Goals & Activities:  The program serves 3rd and 5th
graders directly, as well as the community at large through
events and information campaign to help prevent the early
onset of substance use.

The goals of the program are:
1.        Prevent youth opioid misuse through education and
training – They educate all QACPS 3rd and 5th graders in
BOTVIN Life Skills. BLS is an evidence-based intervention for
early childhood prevention of substance use. It helps to delay
substance use by helping children develop effective coping and
stress management skills, as well as skills to resist peer
pressure, and more. They also engage with students of all ages
in developing and spreading opioid and substance awareness
messages.
2.        Educate the community about opioid misuse through an
information campaign – Messages about opioids, substance
abuse as a treatable disease, how to prevent overdoses, and
how to get help, are spread through social media, ads (radio,
television, print), community events, and storefront displays.
3.        Educate and engage the community about opioid misuse
by holding multiple community events
that support QAC Goes Purple (QACGP) – This include a
kick-off event, high school football games, prescription round-up
events, the Christmas parade, and others.
4.        Educate the community through the Opioid Data
Dashboard and by creating and distributing
Opioid Data Dashboard booklets in the community. – 1,000
booklets are distributed through the community and posted on
the website and Facebook page.
