More than 60 (LEAD) referrals received during 2024 in the diversion
program and so far more than 20 have participated in diversion from
arrest in 2025.  More  than 60 (LEAD) social referrals (substance use
assistance/homelesseness/economic hardship assistance) have been
received in 2024 and more than 35 social referrals (substance use
assistance/homelesseness/economic hardship assistance) have been
received in 2025.   An example of our success is the reduction of
opioid-related incidents in 2024 and 2025.   Officers have participated in
dozens of training sessions throughout 2024-2025.  LEAD coordination
collaboration meetings with program mental health partners
(governmental and non-governmental entities), training sessions for
officers.
